Day 1: Thursday, April 16, 2026 Honolulu, Oahu - Tour Begins 
Aloha! Your adventure begins on the sun-drenched beaches 
of Waikiki. Relax and “hang loose” before meeting your group 
tomorrow— you are in Hawaii!

Kihei - Ka’anapali Board an inter-island flight to the “Valley 
Isle” of Maui, one of the most beautiful and popular outer 
islands. Visit the town of Kihei where you’ll have some time to 
explore this laid back downtown for lunch on your own. Then, 
visit the stunning Iao Valley and view the 2,000-foot-high Iao 
Needle, one of Maui’s famous natural landforms. Travel to the
